e  Super Sevens and Fast 9s to continue to build from last season'’s initial success. Boys
and Girls aged between 8 and 12, have the opportunity to play these exciting new
forms of cricket - which were a great hit last season.

o  Girls Cricket - we are looking to have a second Girls Team - with the focus on Girls
aged 8-12. After the success of last years Girls Team (who won the Premiership), we
hope to provide more Girls the opportunity to play. If you have a daughter, sister or
friend who may be interested please let me know or simply come to Registration Day.

e A further enhancement of training for all our juniors (excluding Woolworths Junior
Blast) players. This will build on the dedicated training juniors have received over the
last two seasons. Our aim is to further enhance training, maximising involvement
(ensuring players are involved as much as possible - not waiting in lines) and having ad-
ditional qualified resource to assist match day coaches. Peter Jessup will be coordinat-
ing this, and ensuring it is also aligned to the overall direction in which club Coach Rob-
in Ferdinands is taking the club.

e  Registration Day will be held on 25 August at Mahoneys Reserve. (9.00am - 11.00am).
This will be a chance to not only register and order new apparel.

As always though, it is critical we know our numbers of players. Please let me know if you
will not be returning to Nuna again this season. Also, we are keen to get any additional
players - especially in our U12s and as I said earlier, our Girls Teams.
